On fairway, throw from a spot in line with
the target and 12” behind the lie

A run up and follow through are always
allowed, except within 10 meters of the
target, which is considered a putt

Casual relief should be taken from an
unsafe lie

Do not attempt to retrieve discs lost in
water or secured areas (i.e. playground
or gated areas)

movements when others are throwing
Stand behind the player who is
throwing until the throw is complete
Allow faster groups to play through
Players must yield the right of way to
pedestrian and other activities

Do not vandalize targets, signs,
equipment, and landscaping
